ALWAYS WEAR PROTECTIVE SAFETY GEAR WHEN USING THIS EQUIPMENT
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When collapsing the Solohitter FIRST fold the bottom bracket and bring the vertical upright posts of
the frame within 1” to 2” from each other as in picture 1. Then fold forward as shown in pictures 2
through 5. The unit should easily close. If you encounter resistance causing pressure on the
hinges STOP and start again making sure you have the upright posts close together and there is no
resistance.
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SAFETY FIRST
IMPORTANT NOTE:

BEFORE ANY SWINGS CAN BE TAKEN ON THE SOLOHITTER

MAKE SURE THE HOOK AT THE END OF THE BUNGEE CORD IS INSERTED IN ONE OF

THE PIN- HOLES ON THE TOP LATERAL BRACE.

MAKE SURE BOTH SAFETY LINES ARE ATTACHED TO THE SPLIT RINGS USING THE QUICK CLIPS
AT THE END OF EACH CORD LINE AND TO THE SOLOHITTER FRAME.

CHECK ALL KNOT CONNECTIONS AND BUNGEE TO CORD CONNECTIONS MAKE SURE THEY ARE
TIGHT AND SECURE.

Install and attach net to rear frame of the Solohitter using bungee net holders (Part # 105), as
shown. Note: For net placement the top of net is marked with red bungee caps.
Install the net marker ribbons (Part #12) through the netting in a grid pattern, as shown. Do
not skip any links or loops in the net. Attach to the perimeter of the net with the attachment
split rings (Part #14A). Net markers are an optional accessory.

Install ball assembly (Part # 11).

First, attach pulley’s (Part # 102), with quick clips (101),to eyebolt (104), and eyebolt 10A,
as shown, then hook bungee (Part # 11C) to rear brace (Part # 10), for optional holes (10B)
for ball height.

Attach bottom safety cords (Part # 11B) to bottom rails as shown.
